Report - The Cotton Industries Strike Enters its 10th Day

The strike of the cotton industries workers entered its tenth day on Tuesday 12/22/2009, with the unprecedented insistence by the workers to continue the strike and the Ministry of Industries' agreement to pay back wages, and the promises of the administration to pay safety benefits, which are the main demands of the strike. 

The third day of the strike saw an attempt by the administration to resort to oppressive Police tactics, by calling in the organizers and threatening them with punishment. But the unwillingness of the workers to compromise and their rallying around the organizers frustrated the administration's goals. 

Several third parties and decision makers tried to divert the strike towards the administration's offers, but the strike continued despite empty promises, with the workers insisting on their demands. 
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
